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These are items that you should keep in a first aid kit for your dog.

Leash/muzzle
Penlight
Thermometer
Scissors
Cold pack
Nail trimmer
Pliers-needle nose w/cutting
Hemostat or tweezers
Styptic Powder - for stopping bleeding toe nails
Bandaging Materials
Telfa/Gauze Pads
Diaper/kotex
Cotton
Vetrap
Tape
Duct Tape
Peroxide - 2 Tablespoons per 10 Ibs of body weight, more if needed,
remember to be sure vomit induction is safe
Saline rinse to rinse eyes, wounds
Electrolytes - chicken broth
Diarrhea medication
Antibiotics
Benadryl
Anti-inflammatories

Always talk to your Vet about any medications you give your dog. If your dog
is on a prescription you might want to include that as well, but talk to your
Vet first.
